A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF ROSLYN,
WASHINGTON, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO
ENTER INTO PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
AGREEMENTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE 2011
WASHINGTON RURAL HERITAGE GRANT

WHEREAS, the Roslyn Public Library has received a grant from the Washington State Library’s Rural
Heritage Project to digitize a minimum of 100 historic photographs from the collection of Roslyn resident
Mr. Frank Schuchman, the grandson of Mr. Frank Badda, the Northwest Improvement Company’s mine
superintendent in the Roslyn mines ; and

WHEREAS, the collection of photographs is of great value in the preservation and celebration of
Roslyn’s local history; and

WHEREAS, the City Council passed Resolution #11-030 on August 23, 2011 accepting the Washington
Rural Heritage Grant; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the grant funding, up to $3,750, is for the purpose of contracting for
professional services to do the work of scanning, optimizing, researching and cataloging the images; and

WHEREAS, the City of Roslyn advertised a request for qualifications for such services; and

WHEREAS, the City of Roslyn received two qualified responses that met the criteria, one for each of the
two portions of the scope of the work to be done;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROSLYN,
WASHINGTON, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into professional services agreements with Sue
Litchfield and Scott Templin.
